Absence of appropriate waste water disposal system in
Marwari basti; a settlement of 70 households, was the
main cause for pools of torpid water breeding
mosquitoes and health problems

CAP facilitated the development of a sanitation action
plan through which residents of Marwari Bastee
contributed in improving community sanitation

CAP agreed to provide material and a skilled mason
while the community extended manual labour and
oversight support for cementing stand post platforms and
lining a community drain. Overnight residents installed
new taps, along the new drain thereby improving access
to both water and a cleaner neigbhourhood. Over time
women enclosed these neatly developed platforms with
V D Ud.dréate private and safe spaces for bathing.

With renewed faith in community initiative and CAP
support a multi purpose community platform was also
constructed used as a balwadi a space for community
gatherings

Improved infrastructure has changed aspirations in this
community that has been resisting change for nearly 80
years. They have articulated a demand for toilets, formal
bathing areas and permanent housing. CAP with
technical inputs from LMU has developed the toilet
designs
